St Marys Ethos:
St Mary’s is a voluntary aided Catholic, one form entry, school in the Diocese of Brentwood.
At St Mary’s we aim to provide a framework within which our children can hear and respond to the Gospel of Our Lord, Jesus Christ. Gospel values are reflected in the daily life of the school in all we do and say. We encourage our children to develop a relationship with God, to live and respond to the needs of others and to come to an understanding of the uniqueness of themselves.

Statement:
St Marys Catholic Primary School is a friendly, multicultural community school in Chingford, East London. The school is a ten minutes’ walk to Chingford Station (Direct into Liverpool Street, Hackney) with bus routes to Stratford, Walthamstow, Tottenham, Epping. 

In 2009, we had a very positive Ofsted inspection with the school judged as ‘outstanding’.  We continue to develop the school and are proud of the broad and balanced curriculum that we offer and the results we have achieved in the Standardised Tests for Year 2 and Year 6.  In January 2020 the Diocese of Brentwood recognised that the school continues to be outstanding in ‘Religious Education’. 

Our KS1 classes have 30 pupils & KS2 up to 32 pupils. The children are motivated and behave well. They represent a range of backgrounds, cultures and languages. Learning Support Assistants, Phase Leaders, SENDco and Special Needs Assistants, where children have EHC plans, support class teachers.   We are able to offer is a varied programme of staff professional development throughout the year.  Staff have access to a wide range of resources to support their planning and teaching. More informally, all staff are more than willing to help each other, share good practice, be on hand for advice and generally work together as part of a team to make St Marys a positive school to work in for staff, children and visitors.
